g. Cold Chain Maintenance:
i. a. Funds have allocated for Cold Chain Maintenance in the district @ Rs. 1000/- per Cold Chain Point (CCP) per year and @ Rs. 20,000/- per District Vaccine Store(DVS) per year and @ Rs. 50,000/- for Regional Vaccine Store(RVS) & State Vaccine Store(SVS) per year. These funds may also be utilized for the procurement of DG Set Batteries and its other repair/maintenance so as to maintain the integrity of the cold chain for safety of vaccines.

In case the entire funds available for Cold Chain Maintenance (CCM) are exhausted, the districts may seek re-appropriation of funds from the other unutilized funds activity under Immunization program.
